Abstract  Separatism is the guiding ideology of African Americans to acquire equal civic rights,
as well as winning political independence. Black Muslim, making full use of Islam tenets, destructed
the racism ideas defining Blacks as inferior race, and then reconstructed national character so as to en-
hance their sense of national pride and free themselves from the slavery of Christianity in minds. Black
Muslim’s idea of separatism conceived in early 1920s, which coincided with the booming of American
racism. In the Civil Rights Movements after World War II, the developments of Black Muslim separa-
tism experienced its heyday. Ever since 1970s, accompanying the elevation of African Americans’ so-
cial status and improvements of racial relations in US, the separatism of Black Muslim had also underg-
one profound changes. Through a case study of “Nation of Islam™ , this paper aims at exploring the de-
velopments of Black Muslim’s separatism, and further bringing insight into American racial problems
and relations in 20" century.
