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The New Pattern of Regional Economic Development under the Influence of '"The Road and The Belt"

Abstract: Since the 12th Five—Year Plan, the regional development of China has stepped into an era of relative balance. But
economically, the current status of "fast developing east area" versus "slow developing west area" remains unchanged. The economic
development of China’s eastern regions and western regions is not balanced, which restricted the rapid development of regional economy
to a certain extent, but "The Road and The Belt" strategy could promote contact and integration for the regional economic, strengthen
the interconnection function, and adjust regional economic differences.
