Abstract: In September and October 2013 Chairman Xi Jinping proposed the construction of the Silk Road Eco—
nomic Belt and the 21st Century Maritime Silk Road which aroused great international attention. Under the back—
ground of the further development of economic globalization the Belt and Road Initiative is a new mode for China to
participate in regional cooperation on economy in the international events whose aim is to promote the orderly and
free flow of economic elements efficient allocation of resources and the deeper fusion of market drive along the
countries achieve economic policy coordination and carry out a wider range a higher and deeper level of regional
cooperation.
